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provides a positive construct for these choices. We hope that the Matrix also provides a framework for your 

discussions at home, so that a shared and common language is fostered between the home and school 

environments. The more congruent our expectations and communications are, the more clarity and support we 

are able to provide our students in their choices of behaviour.  

As a tangible incentive for positive behaviour choices, our newly introduced token system aims to recognise those 

students whose behaviour aligns strongly with the School Values. Tokens will be given to students at recesses 

and lunchtimes by staff, and students will be able to post their token in the House Token Box. The final stage of 

this process will recognise the winning house each term with a sausage sizzle.  

If by chance a student makes a poor choice of behaviour, we now use the Matrix to clarify our expectations and 

build positive behaviour plans, as an avenue for reframing behaviours. If appropriate, we hope that parents may 

also use the Matrix in a similar manner.  

We are so fortunate to have such wonderful students at our school who exemplify our School Values each day in 

their school work and interactions. However, we recognise that this is an important area in which we must all 

continue to work closely together, so that we may continue to provide a safe and supportive school for all 

students, staff and parents.  

Student Reports 

In the coming weeks, I hope to share with you many new and exciting developments that 

are unfolding in regards to student reports. Following on from the discussion above, the 

first major change will see the Four School Values being included in the school reports for 

the first time at the end of this term. This will enable teachers to recognise how each child 

demonstrates these core values as well as reinforcing each students ongoing commitment 

and accountability towards these values.  

The most progressive change in regards to the reports, will see the introduction of 

óProficiency Scalesô to describe the extent to which each student has made progress against our schoolôs Power 

Standards (essential learnings). In the upcoming Mid-Year Reports, each student will receive a Proficiency Scale 

in Writing and Numeracy. The Proficiency Scales will clearly pinpoint where each child has achieved, highlighting 

the aspects of each Power Standard that they have demonstrated. They will also provide a clear road map for the 

next steps of learning, thereby supporting each students goal setting and empowerment. Our teachers are 

working incredibly hard to enhance our reporting practices, stay tuned for more information through the newsletter!  

2019 Foundation Enrolments  

Enrolments for next yearôs Foundation level have now been open over the last four weeks. To 

date, we have approximately 50 students already enrolled in this cohort. We hope to have the 

majority of these enrolment applications received by the end of this term, so that we may 

begin our important planning for this new cohort of students.  

Please note that this enrolment timeline also applies to existing Willy North families and the 

enrolment of siblings. If you have any queries regarding any enrolment processes, please 

donôt hesitate to make contact with the main office. 

This information is particularly important this year as we are about to enter into complex discussions with the 

Department of Education & Training (DET) regarding new facilities and our schoolôs Masterplan.

Did you know that in 2017, our School Council very carefully considered how students, staff and parents come 

together to build a healthy and safe community for our students. A key component of these discussions, was the 

development of a Community Code of Conduct which clearly states the roles we all play to exemplify the values of 

the school. The Code also identifies the behaviours that are considered to be unreasonable as well as the 

consequences related to these types of behaviours.  

We are very fortunate that we have such a strong and supportive school community. We will continue to work hard 

to improve our wonderful school, so that we may broaden and enrich the opportunities for all students. We all 

have an important role to play in this endeavour; please take a moment to have a look at our Community Code of 

Conduct by following the link below, so you may better understand how this relates to students, staff, parents, 

members of the school community and DET.

Student Safety  

¶ Please take the time to regularly remind your child/ren about 
safety, especially when going to and from school.  Here are the 
important points to mention: 

¶ Do not to talk to strangers and never accept a ride from a 
stranger, or accept lollies or gifts from a stranger. 

¶ Immediately report any issue or problem you may have when 
going to or from school, to your mum and dad, or to your teacher, 
the Principal, Assistant Principal or office staff. 

¶ Always get permission from mum or dad before going to play with 
a friend after school and always let mum and dad know where 
you will be and what time you will be home. 

¶ We advise that, wherever possible, children should travel to or 
from school with an adult or with their friends, rather than travel 
alone.  

Early Release  

All children collected from school before 
3.30pm must be signed out at the Office. 
Parents will be handed an óEarly Release Passô 
to hand to the supervising teacher. If a child is 
signed out at Recess or Lunch time, the Office 
staff will call the child to the Office and then 
ensure the Early Release Pass is given to the 
supervising  teacher. 

Bikes & Scooters  
Many children ride bikes and scooters to school 
each day. All bikes and scooters must be locked up 
in either the Bike or Scooter Enclosure to prevent 
theft. Please ensure your child has a chain and a 
lock.  

All children who ride a bike or scooter must wear a 
helmet which is a requirement by the Government. 
The school regularly reminds all children about 
wearing helmets for their safety.  

All bikes, scooters, skateboards, ribstic and helmets 
must be labelled, with your childôs name and class.  
Children are reminded they must walk their bike, 
scooter, skateboard 
or ribstic to and 
from the school 
gates. No bikes are 
to be brought 
through the school 
buildings and we 
request, where 
possible, that 
scooters are also 
not walked through the building. 

Working With Children Cards  
Cardholders who are required to renew their WWCC will no longer 
need to go to Australia Post to lodge a paper form and present 
their current card.   Cardholders will go to the WWCC website to 
complete their renewal application online and, if applying for an 
Employee Check, pay the fee using a credit card when using the 
online renewal process, cardholders will be notified by SMS, 
letter or email 28 days before their WWCC is due to expire. It is 
important for cardholders to keep their contact details up to date so 
that they receive this important reminder.   

 

After receiving a notification, individuals continuing to do child-
related work should go to MyCheck on the WWCC website and 
apply to renew their check. Cardholders will be asked to register 
with MyCheck if they have not already done so. Once logged in to 
MyCheck, cardholders will be prompted to confirm or update their 
personal contact and work details, complete the online form and, if 
applying for an Employee Check, pay the non-refundable fee.
