Respect — Responsibility — Resilience — Doing Your Best   
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Staff Training Day Report 

Last Friday, all teachers participated in a  very engaging staff training day that focussed on the development of our 

school’s Instructional Model. Dr Janelle Wills facilitated the program for the day which was based on the extensive 

research undertaken by Robert Marzano. Through referencing Robert Marzano’s, ‘The New Art & Science of 

Teaching’, we were able to explore the critical factors that distinguish schools as being high reliability schools. The 

program for the day was able to build upon the extensive work already undertaken by the school with the 

‘DuFour’s’ in forging our very comprehensive professional learning community practices.  

Through the day we explored the teaching and learning progression in detail, starting with the effective application 

of instructional strategies that lead to specific mental states and processes in the minds of learners, which then led 

to the defined actions that teachers can undertake to enhance student learning.  

Dr Janelle Wills, will return to the school to facilitate our next staff training day on Friday 18th May, where we will 

continue this important work. If all goes according to plan we hope to have a draft Instructional Model ready by the 

end of the year, bespoke to Willy North, which clearly articulates what high quality teaching looks like in every 

classroom across our great school. Stay tuned!

However through 

these extra efforts over the last fortnight we have been able to see impressive 

growth in confidence, skill develop and endurance – which has undisputedly been an invaluable outcome for all 

students.

CENSUS Day 

At the end of February each year, the Department of Education & Training (DET) undertakes a CENSUS of all 

school enrolments across Victoria. This CENSUS is crucial for schools as it is directly linked to the level of funding 

that schools then receive for the 2018 academic year. This funding is driven by a formula that apportions an 

allocation for each child based on which level of schooling that they are undertaking. As a result of our school’s 

2018 CENSUS, we have confirmed an enrolment of 805 students across 33 classes.  

Art for Refugee Students 

A past Willy North student, who is currently at Willy High, has teamed up with some of her 
other Year 9 students, to design a project in support of refugee students. They will set up a 
donation box in our school foyer over the next week to collect any pencils, textas, paper, 
general art supplies etc from Willy North families. They hope to make up art packs with 
these donations. In collaboration with West welcome Wagon, they will then distribute these 
art packs to refugee students in need.

Student Safety  

¶ Please take the time to regularly remind your child/ren about 
safety, especially when going to and from school.  Here are the 
important points to mention: 

¶ Do not to talk to strangers and never accept a ride from a 
stranger, or accept lollies or gifts from a stranger. 

¶ Immediately report any issue or problem you may have when 
going to or from school, to your mum and dad, or to your teacher, 
the Principal, Assistant Principal or office staff. 

¶ Always get permission from mum or dad before going to play with 
a friend after school and always let mum and dad know where 
you will be and what time you will be home. 

¶ We advise that, wherever possible, children should travel to or 
from school with an adult or with their friends, rather than travel 
alone.  

Early Release  

All children collected from school before 
3.30pm must be signed out at the Office. 
Parents will be handed an ‘Early Release Pass’ 
to hand to the supervising teacher. If a child is 
signed out at Recess or Lunch time, the Office 
staff will call the child to the Office and then 
ensure the Early Release Pass is given to the 
supervising  teacher. 

Bikes & Scooters  
Many children ride bikes and scooters to school 
each day. All bikes and scooters must be locked up 
in either the Bike or Scooter Enclosure to prevent 
theft. Please ensure your child has a chain and a 
lock.  

All children who ride a bike or scooter must wear a 
helmet which is a requirement by the Government. 
The school regularly reminds all children about 
wearing helmets for their safety.  

All bikes, scooters, skateboards, ribstic and helmets 
must be labelled, with your child’s name and class.  
Children are reminded they must walk their bike, 
scooter, skateboard 
or ribstic to and 
from the school 
gates. No bikes are 
to be brought 
through the school 
buildings and we 
request, where 
possible, that 
scooters are also 
not walked through the building. 

Working With Children Cards  
Cardholders who are required to renew their WWCC will no longer 
need to go to Australia Post to lodge a paper form and present 
their current card.   Cardholders will go to the WWCC website to 
complete their renewal application online and, if applying for an 
Employee Check, pay the fee using a credit card when using the 
online renewal process, cardholders will be notified by SMS, 
letter or email 28 days before their WWCC is due to expire. It is 
important for cardholders to keep their contact details up to date so 
that they receive this important reminder.   

 

After receiving a notification, individuals continuing to do child-
related work should go to MyCheck on the WWCC website and 
apply to renew their check. Cardholders will be asked to register 
with MyCheck if they have not already done so. Once logged in to 
MyCheck, cardholders will be prompted to confirm or update their 
personal contact and work details, complete the online form and, if 
applying for an Employee Check, pay the non-refundable fee.
