Sustainability Program  
We are very excited to announce that over the last four years, since our school signed up to become part of the 

ResourceSmart program, our growing sustainable practices have already saved the school in excess of one 

hundred thousand dollars! 

These savings have been largely achieved through reduced energy usage, careful monitoring of our water usage, 

reduced waste going to landfill, a greater curriculum focus in our classroom programs, as well as numerous other 

practices. 

This is a great outcome for our school and we are very committed to furthering our important work in this area, as 

clearly documented through our schoolôs Strategic Plan (2017– 2020).  

I commend the ongoing work of Simon Radford and the 

sustainability team for the terrific work that is being 

undertaken in this area!  

Community Partnerships Program  
On Tuesday 13th March, I had the pleasure of escorting a 

new group of Year 4 students to visit Wintringham Aged Care 

Facility as part of our Community Partnerships Program. We 

have now been visiting Wintringham for over four years  and 

over this time we have established a lovely connection with 

the residents of this facility. During our visit, our students 

confidently introduced themselves and interviewed the 

residents to find out more about their lives.

Year 6 Canberra Tour  
Preparation is well underway for the Year 6 Tour to the national capital, Canberra. The Tour will occur in Term 2 

from the 30th April to the 4th May. Students will be given the opportunity to participate in a variety of educational 

programs with a focus on Australiaôs history, culture, heritage and democracy. 

The Australian Government recognises the importance of all young Australians being able to visit the national 
capital as part of their Civics and Citizenship education. To assist families in meeting the cost of the excursion the 
Australian Government is contributing funding of $30 per student, under 
the Parliament and Civics Education Rebate program towards those 
costs. The rebate is paid directly to the school upon completion of the 
camp and  has already been removed from the overall cost of the camp 
prior to payment.

Dear Parents/Guardians, 

Parent/Teacher/Student (P/T/S) conferences will be held for all Year 3 to 6 classes on Monday 19th March and 
Foundation to Year 2 classes on Wednesday 21st March.   

In response to past parent feedback and the schoolôs growing enrolments, we will be trialling some new reporting 
practices in 2018 to provide you with a more comprehensive and ongoing picture of your childôs progress 
throughout the academic year. 

We now invite you to participate in the first stage of our reporting platform by booking a P/T/S conference with your 
childôs classroom teacher.  The conferences will be of 15 minute duration (previously the Term 1 conference were 
10 minutes) and will be now be scheduled over a longer time frame, from 1.30pm till 8.00pm. 

Please note that designated year levels will undertake the conferences on different days, with Years 3 to 6 on 
Monday 19th March and Foundation to Year 2 on Wednesday 21st March. 

The focus of the conference will be to provide you with a clear picture of your childôs progress in Term 1.  This will 
include shared commentary on work habits, progress, learning goals and connectedness. 

Using Compass you can book your Parent/Teacher/Student Conference online from 9.00am on Friday 9th 
March. 

1. Click the ‘Action for’ button beside the student you wish to make bookings for and click ‘Book Parent 
Teacher Interviews’. 

2. A list of parent-teacher interview times will be displayed along with their booking status.  Click on the 
relevant time.  The Drop down box shows all the times that are available.  Once you click on the time it will 
say óBOOKEDò. 

3. Your booking sheet will be displayed and will show all available booking times.  Click on a time in the grid 
to display teachers availability for booking the selected time. 

Please remember, that once a time has been booked, the options for parents are reduced.  Be prompt to select 
your time.  If all conference times are booked, please contact your childôs teacher to make an alternative time.  
Year 6M (Ms McGillôs last available timeslot will be 5.45pm.  If you need to access another time please email Ms 
McGill on mcgill.lauren.j@edumail.vic.gov.au 

If your appointment is during the school day, details of where the children will be, will be advised in a Newsfeed on 
Friday 16th March, you can then proceed to their classroom to meet with their teacher.

Student Safety  

¶ Please take the time to regularly remind your child/ren about 
safety, especially when going to and from school.  Here are the 
important points to mention: 

¶ Do not to talk to strangers and never accept a ride from a 
stranger, or accept lollies or gifts from a stranger. 

¶ Immediately report any issue or problem you may have when 
going to or from school, to your mum and dad, or to your teacher, 
the Principal, Assistant Principal or office staff. 

¶ Always get permission from mum or dad before going to play with 
a friend after school and always let mum and dad know where 
you will be and what time you will be home. 

¶ We advise that, wherever possible, children should travel to or 
from school with an adult or with their friends, rather than travel 
alone.  

Early Release  

All children collected from school before 
3.30pm must be signed out at the Office. 
Parents will be handed an óEarly Release Passô 
to hand to the supervising teacher. If a child is 
signed out at Recess or Lunch time, the Office 
staff will call the child to the Office and then 
ensure the Early Release Pass is given to the 
supervising  teacher. 

Bikes & Scooters  
Many children ride bikes and scooters to school 
each day. All bikes and scooters must be locked up 
in either the Bike or Scooter Enclosure to prevent 
theft. Please ensure your child has a chain and a 
lock.  

All children who ride a bike or scooter must wear a 
helmet which is a requirement by the Government. 
The school regularly reminds all children about 
wearing helmets for their safety.  

All bikes, scooters, skateboards, ribstic and helmets 
must be labelled, with your childôs name and class.  
Children are reminded they must walk their bike, 
scooter, skateboard 
or ribstic to and 
from the school 
gates. No bikes are 
to be brought 
through the school 
buildings and we 
request, where 
possible, that 
scooters are also 
not walked through the building. 

Working With Children Cards  
Cardholders who are required to renew their WWCC will no longer 
need to go to Australia Post to lodge a paper form and present 
their current card.   Cardholders will go to the WWCC website to 
complete their renewal application online and, if applying for an 
Employee Check, pay the fee using a credit card when using the 
online renewal process, cardholders will be notified by SMS, 
letter or email 28 days before their WWCC is due to expire. It is 
important for cardholders to keep their contact details up to date so 
that they receive this important reminder.   

 

After receiving a notification, individuals continuing to do child-
related work should go to MyCheck on the WWCC website and 
apply to renew their check. Cardholders will be asked to register 
with MyCheck if they have not already done so. Once logged in to 
MyCheck, cardholders will be prompted to confirm or update their 
personal contact and work details, complete the online form and, if 
applying for an Employee Check, pay the non-refundable fee.
